What do you believe is your purpose? | believe my pur-
pose is to help people. Growing up around this area in 46208
near Martin Luther King and Harding with a single mother of
six it was always my desire to help people in this neighbor-
hood. | grew up off 28th and Harding which is not far from this
location which is why | put my refrigerator here first. The vision
is fo one day have a free grocery store.

What are the locations of your community refrigerators? |
have this one on Eugene Street at CMDC Church. | have one
on 38th and Post at C.A.F.E. and | have one on 30th and For-
est Manor at a church as well. We're in food deserts. Places
that don't have grocery stores. Places that Black people need
community refrigerators.

What does it take for a location to house a refrigerator?
We look for areas in need with businesses that have outlets
outside to provide electricity for the community refrigerator.
Some people are skeptical about putting it in front of their
business. That was one of the first obstacles that | had.

Have you collaborated with other organizations that have
similar causes? | have donors like Door Dash, Kroger, and
Walmart recently reached out. They saw me on the news.
Home Depot reached out to donate refrigerators now.

What are some of the needs you face in your work? Even
though | do get donations from big grocery stores, the food
goes so fast, we have to re-stock three times daily. We have
non-perishable pantries as well. We accept anything other
than home-cooked meals, dairy products and raw meat. 'm
a ofne woman show. | do have volunteers, but the food goes
so fast.

People will write that they went and it was empty and that
wears on my heart. That makes me want to stop what 'm
doing and go stock. People mention needing delivery. We are
working with Door Dash to put a program together so that we
can offer delivery.

Who is Indy Community Pantry for? Us. The community.
You don't have to be homeless to utilize the refrigerator. | had
a mother tell me that she was short on her paycheck so she
came at night to use the refrigerator so her kids didn't need to
know. “Take what you need, leave what you can” is the mot-
to. Anyone that's utilizing the refrigerator needs it. Everybody
eats B! For Free. That's the goal!

Tell us about the Giving Wall. | started the Giving Wall be-
cause a lot of people that use the refrigerators have stoves or
houses or refrigerators at home. But what about the people
that don't? | partnered with Grub House to where people can
buy meals for people that are in need and don't have the mon-
ey or means to cook. You can take a receipt off the wall and
claim your free meal.

Why GrubHouse? She is the first person | thought to ask. |
reached out to her because she’s a Black woman entrepre-
neur and her food is SO good. She loved the idea so that's
the first store we got. | had a couple restaurants reach out
after going on the news so we have three more Giving Walls
coming soon.

What motivates you? The testimonies that | hear. When |
come to stock and the refrigerator is empty. The people that
tell me this has changed their lives. A lot of people don't like
going to [traditional] pantries because they want your ID or
want you to register or you can't go if you don't live in the area.
Indy Community Pantry is 24/7.
